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GRANTS
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Through the generosity of donors to
RCCF’s scholarship funds, $227,474 were
awarded to 66 students.

The CIRCLe Fund reached a milestone with
$100,000 in grants awarded. This year's
grantee, “Child Development: At Home & In
the Workforce” is a collaboration between
RCHS’s Family and Consumer Science
Department (FACS) and First5 Rush
County’s Early Learning Coalition.

Jill Carmony, Dept. Head of FACS, will use
the $19,519 grant to purchase infant
simulators and a curriculum. Each student
will have a wristband that connects to their
baby and monitors their care of it. “Child
Development classes will be reoriented from
parenting to a broader focus that includes
childcare as a viable business option,” she
explained.

This project is timely. A recent study by
Early Learning Indiana highlighted the great
need for high-quality childcare in Rush
County, approximately 400 slots. This
program could help fill the gap.
